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Early one morning Jesus was at the Temple in Jeru-
salem (see John 8:2-13). Many people had gathered around 
Him to hear His teachings, words of truth and wisdom. A 
few scribes and Pharisees had also gathered. They had a dif-
ferent agenda as they approached Jesus. These religious 
leaders wanted to discredit Jesus and show the crowd that 
He opposed the law of Moses. For their lesson, they brought 
a woman whom they had caught in adultery. They ap-
proached Jesus and said, "Rabbi, this woman has been 
caught in the act of adultery. Now in the law Moses com-
manded us to stone such. What do you say about her?" 

They were pleased that they had put the teacher to 
the test in front of His pupils. Surely, He would find Him-
self caught, unable to handle the situation. How would this 
acclaimed anointed of God answer such a question?  

For a moment it appeared that Jesus was unable or 
unwilling to answer. He simply bent over and drew in the 
dirt with His finger. His testers responded to Jesus hesitancy 
by posing the question to Him once again.  

One can imagine that the anticipation intensified for 
all who had gathered around Jesus at the Temple. Those 
who had gathered to be taught by Jesus waited to hear how 
He would respond to the learned leaders of their faith. The 
few scribes and Pharisees waited to hear Jesus either con-
demn Himself by opposing the law or affirm them and their 
interpretation of the law. The adulterous woman, caught in 
her act of sin, most likely waited anxiously to hear if this 
man would condemn her to death or challenge the sentence.  

Finally, the silence was broken. Jesus stood up and 
circumvented the question of the law of Moses by address-
ing the true question of sin and grace. Jesus said, "Let the 
one who is without sin among you be the first to throw a 
stone at her." Jesus' response did not get entangled in the 
intended trap by refuting the law of Moses. Jesus' response 
did not endorse the behavior of adultery. What Jesus said 
illuminated the hidden sins within each person gathered 
around Him at the Temple that early morning. No one 
would be arrogant enough to respond as if they had no sin. 

They each stood with their sins exposed as atrocities before 
God. 

It is often true that when we have the opportunity to 
stand in judgment of another person's shortcomings, we fail 
to remember that we also fall short in righteousness. We 
each have our sins and sinfulness hidden away in the dark 
recesses of our lives. If we allow ourselves to hear the 
words Jesus spoke that early morning at the Temple, we can 
recognize the tainting of sin that stains our lives. Then we 
can profess our dependence upon the love, grace, and mercy 
of God. Jesus' words humble us before Him.  

There is a story of a king who questioned every 
scholar and sage who came to his royal court, "Which is the 
best service and when is the best time to render it?" No one 
seemed to be able to offer an answer that satisfied the king. 
One day while pursuing the army of another monarch, the 
king found himself separated from his army. He meandered 
lost in the thick forest. His search for his army carried him 
deeper into the forest where he came, exhausted and thirsty, 
upon a hermitage. The occupant of the hermitage, an old 
monk, welcomed him and offered the king a cup of cold wa-
ter. After resting, the king asked, "Which is the best ser-
vice?" The monk answered, "Giving a thirsty man a cup of 
water." The king then asked, "And when is the best time to 
render it?" The answer offered was, "When he comes far 
and lonely. looking for some place he can get it."  

Friends, let us be known as a community of faith 
that opens its arms to all who have sinned and seek for-
giveness. May we help those who are burdened and 
weighted down by a spirit of guilt, to know and experience 
the loving grace through the Holy Spirit of God. Let us ren-
der what is sought to all who come seek-
ing. For we all need to know the Savior.
